LEADERS SMALL GROUP GUIDE — WEEK 1: Why Prayer Matters
Series: Pray First — Not Our Last Resort, But Our FIRST MOVE
Objective:
Help participants see that prayer is foundational to our identity as God’s image-bearers, relational, and effective. Encourage participants to make prayer their first move in life.
Leader’s Note:
This guide is designed to give background, insight, and discussion prompts. Don’t feel the need to cover everything—use what fits your group. Encourage honesty and reflection.

1. Opening Icebreaker (5–10 min)
Question:
· “Think of a time you felt completely out of options. What was your first move?”
· “Did prayer come first, or did you try everything else first? Why?”
Leader Insight:
· This question connects participants to the reality that prayer is often instinctive when life presses.
· Historical context: Humanity has been turning to God in desperate moments since Genesis 4:26. Even in ancient Israel, prayer was the first recourse in crisis, not a backup plan.
Optional: Share a short biblical example of turning to God first—e.g., Moses in Exodus 15:22–26 after the Red Sea crossing.

2. Scripture Focus
Primary Passage: Genesis 4:26
“At that time people began to call upon the name of the LORD.”
Leader Insight:
· First recorded prayer after humanity’s fall.
· Shows that turning to God is primal and instinctive, built into our design.
· Biblical insight: The Hebrew word for “call upon” (qara) implies both worship and dependence.
· Historical insight: Jewish commentators suggest this marked the start of formal worship practices, even in small gatherings.
Discussion Questions:
1. What stands out to you about this being the first recorded act of prayer in Scripture?
2. Why do you think prayer emerges immediately after humanity’s moral decline?
3. How does this shape your understanding of prayer as a default response, not a last resort?

Supporting Scriptures
1. Genesis 1:26–27 — Made in God’s Image (Imago Dei)
“Then God said, ‘Let us make man in our image…’”
Leader Insight:
· Being created in God’s image means our hearts are wired for communion with Him.
· Historical insight: Early Jewish writers emphasized the imago Dei as the source of human dignity and moral instinct.
· Discussion: How does being created in God’s image influence your understanding of prayer as natural and essential?

2. Ecclesiastes 3:11 — Eternity in Our Hearts
“He has put eternity into man’s heart…”
Leader Insight:
· Humanity carries a longing for God, a sense that life is bigger than what we see.
· Historical/theological note: Augustine later called this the “restless heart” pointing to God.
· Discussion: How has this longing shown up in your own life? How does prayer address that innate desire?

3. Romans 8:22–27 — Creation Groaning & Spirit Interceding
“…the Spirit helps us in our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we ought, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words.”
Leader Insight:
· Prayer isn’t just our voice; it joins with the Spirit’s intercession.
· Historical note: Early church fathers saw this as evidence that our prayers participate in God’s work of redemption.
· Discussion: How does the Spirit helping us in prayer encourage you to pray even when you don’t have the words?

4. Acts 17:28 — In Him We Live and Move and Have Our Being
“…for in Him we live and move and have our being…”
Leader Insight:
· Paul highlights that God is not distant; He is the environment we live in.
· Historical context: Paul’s sermon in Athens connects natural human instinct to seek God with the revelation of Christ.
· Discussion: How does realizing God’s nearness change the way you approach prayer?

5. James 5:16–18 — Elijah, an Ordinary Man
“…Elijah was a man with a nature like ours… he prayed, and heaven gave rain…”
Leader Insight:
· Elijah was ordinary with fears, doubts, and human struggles.
· James emphasizes persistence and alignment with God’s will, not perfection.
· Historical note: Elijah is often cited in Jewish and early Christian traditions as the model of persistent, faith-filled prayer.
· Discussion: What excuses do you give for not praying? How does Elijah’s example challenge that?

3. Deep Dive Insights / Discussion Points
A. Prayer is Wired into Human Design
· Even non-believers instinctively cry out to God in desperation.
· Scripture: Genesis 4:26, Ecclesiastes 3:11
· Discussion: Have you experienced moments when prayer felt unavoidable?
B. Prayer is Relational, Not Mechanical
· Jesus’ “Our Father” focuses on connection, not formula.
· Scripture: Matthew 6
· Discussion: Do you pray from obligation or relationship? How can you make prayer relational?
C. Prayer Aligns Us with God’s Will
· Scripture: Philippians 4:6–7
· Discussion: Share a time when prayer changed you rather than your circumstances.
D. Prayer is Effective When Persistent
· Scripture: James 5, Elijah
· Discussion: What keeps you from praying persistently? How can the group encourage one another?

4. Personal Reflection / Application
Journaling Prompt:
· “Identify one area where you’ve been trying to fix things alone. How can you make prayer your first move this week?”
Partner/Group Activity:
· Share a prayer need and commit to praying for each other.
· Optional: Spend 5–10 minutes in silent or guided prayer.

5. Optional Activity: Prayer Mapping
· Draw your life as a map.
· Mark areas where you’ve been running from God or trying to control outcomes.
· Draw arrows showing where you’ll make prayer your first move.
· Optional: Share or keep private as a visual reminder.

6. Closing Challenge
· Encourage participants: “This week, make prayer your first response—not your last resort.”
· Scripture: Philippians 4:6–7
· Challenge Question: “What’s one decision, struggle, or relationship you will bring to God first this week?”

Leader Side Notes / Insights
· Genesis 4:26: Hebrew qara = “to call out, proclaim, worship.” Prayer = response to God’s revelation.
· Genesis 1:26–27: Imago Dei = built-in instinct to commune with God.
· Ecclesiastes 3:11: Augustine called this the “restless heart” pointing to God.
· Romans 8:22–27: Spirit intercedes even when we can’t. Prayer = participation in God’s work.
· Acts 17:28: God is near, the environment of our being. Prayer = natural motion in God’s presence.
· James 5:16–18: Elijah = ordinary person; power of prayer comes from God, not perfection.
